Meeting Minutes

Meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM.

Meeting agenda and previous meeting minutes were approved.

Station 280 – New owners of Station 280 discussed planned changes at the bar/restaurant including:

· Live music on weekends

· No plans to do outdoor patio (previously approved by Land Use Committee)

There were no variances or license applications requested. The committee voted unanimously to issue letter acknowledging and supporting new ownership.
620 Pelham – Kelly Worden from Port Authority and Tom Bydalek from Industrial Equities presented a partial site plan of a proposed new development at the Overnite Express property, 620 Pelham. Proposed development includes 177 surface parking stalls surrounding a 1 story Office/Warehouse building, creating a minimum 68 jobs. Concerns expressed by the Committee include the following:

· Need to plan for possible future bikeway connection

· Need for sufficient landscaping, especially on North and West sides of site

· Too much parking and /or need to recognize change in transportation patterns resulting from Central Corridor    

· Low density or FAR of project
No action was requested by presenters. Committee noted that presentation did not show complete site plan review set. Site plan review from City will be issued in preparation for Planning Commission meeting October 19, 2010.

Billboard Recommendations – Committee voted unanimously to add the billboard on West side of Raymond Ave to list of billboards to be considered for possible removal under the electronic billboard replacement program.

Signage Ordinance – Bob Straughan presented draft copy of window signage ordinance being discussed at City planning level. The proposed ordinance would limit amount and placement of window signage. After good discussion of issues it was decided to table issue for next meeting.
