Billboards

The committee was asked to prioritize 2-3 billboards for removal.  There was consensus that the two prominent ones in/near the historic district should go first, followed by the one on Raymond across the street from the community garden.  
SAPCC recommends removal of these billboards: 1st and 2nd choice: Hampden and University Ave and Cromwell and University Ave, 3rd choice: Raymond and Robbins on the east side of Raymond.

Unanimous in favor.

Home Energy Efficiency

Greg explained the project, which will install water saving devices, lo-flow showerhead, programmable thermostat, weather-stripping, cfls, and a water heater blanket.  There are workshops on the 19th and Dec 3rd.  We are looking for volunteers to do recruiting.  This project is happening in a few communities in Minnesota and starting in SAP in Saint Paul. 

Bicycle Parking

The committee read the proposed changes.

LRT

The University has sued the Met Council for vibration impacts.  The DCC is in middle of weaning themselves from University United and becoming stand alone non-profit.
The Rondo neighborhood complaint is in the response timeframe.  The Project office and Met Council get to respond to the complaint now.

There is no rethinking of northern route.  The City of Saint Paul is committed to guarantee the building of one of the missing stations.  

JPI

We sent the letter to the city.  There is the question of whether or not the parking lot is sold out – the website still had places available. Now according to the website they are full.  Jim says there is not a spillover onto Berry. Transit riders park on Emerald up to Ellis.  Hide and ride is going to get worse, whatever we do with JPI.  Is JPI impacting the businesses?  Jim thinks they all have enough parking.
