Pelham Site

Site plan had serious concerns, Industrial Equities is not going ahead with development at this point (see details in email forwarded from Tom Beach)

Kelly Jameison wants to put together a meeting with Land Use committee, maybe whole board, ideally on site so concerns can be heard; Desnoyer Park residents would also be invited (and other interested constituents)

Pretty much everyone is hoping for higher density on this site, particularly with proximity to new light rail station; also, Pelham is part of the Grand Rounds system

Robert: What do Desnoyer residents think about building being right up against the street?  Answer: Depends on type of architecture, whether or not it is open to the street

Desnoyer residents expressed need to remind people coming off of 280 via Wabash that they are entering a residential area

Encouraging piece- City staff very seriously considered the site plan, new overlay district, and our concerns

What do we think about a meeting?  Site vs. December LU meeting

Semi-digression into discussion about parking along Central Corridor line- developers/City people seem to think that light rail riders won’t drive to the line at all

Deck/Park Presentation from Adam

Finishing Deck/Park capstone project, proposal can be broken into phases ($211mil altogether); process brought to light various traffic flow issues that might be discussed

Categories for consideration: land use, safety/accessibility, traffic

There have been 25-30 Deck/Parks built in the last few years including Leif Erickson Park in Duluth

Development plane: seven goals (see PDF)

Recommendations: conduct financial analysis of all infrastructure, study potential emerald and Pelham bridges, conduct traffic study re: Franklin Circle
