General Comments

Improve lighting, need full cutoff lighting.

What I’m trying to say here is that all of the existing lighting fixtures around the park should be full cutoff lighting which puts light down where it belongs and gets it out of your eyes (glare.)

I will continue to use the park daily.  The open expanses of grass and the trees are what make this public, common space inviting and accommodating to multiple uses by varied age groups.  Insuring the health of the trees is extremely important.  Mowing the grass regularly (& in a non-damaging way) is important.  Dandelions need it to be mowed enough times for control.  [about the triangle:] The present sumac is full of weeds and is unattractive.  The spring bulbs & other flowers planted years ago failed for lack of maintenance.  New plantings need to be 1) low enough not to obstruct sight lines for drivers 2) densely planted to keep out weeds 3) 4-season attractiveness 4) beneficial for birds

Keep it open and more quiet – the beauty lies in the fact that not many people “hang” out there.  Rather it is an oasis for which to pass thru & sit quietly.  Keep Hampden Park pristine, quiet & zen – develop the other park for community – dogs, meeting, play, etc.

There are Somali girls who go there often & hit my son & wanted to send us away. They said they would call the police & send us to Mexico.  In April.

Keep it natural! No concrete or lighting or structures.  Low impact.

Our family is very interested in this project.  However, we cannot be at the meeting on the 7th as we have an important event for our son’s confirmation at church that night.  We would hope that there will be additional opportunities to be involved in this process.  

Concerned about keeping native plantings looking nice, picnic tables especially on end by food co-op, shrubs and bushes create a safety hazard esp. at night.

Move the Metro Transit stop to the bench on Raymond across from the bus stop in the opposite direction in front of the Parkview Café

Lighting should be for safety and not emit light pollution.

HP is the only local place to play frisbee with your dog or kids, since we're supposed to keep off the Langford Park fields.  Open space should be maintained, native plantings and shrubs should not be put it an the expense of field space
we don't want the park to change! We support tree health, maybe a few more picnic tables.  Shrubs and gardens are not a priority they will not be taken care of.
